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SERVICE PROCEDURE

NOTE: If the tool does not fit because
of the location of the socket, further
disassembly of the interior components
may be required before its use.

1. Remove the fuse for the power socket.

e For fuse number and its location,
refer to the appropriate section of
the Electronic Service Manual
(ESM) as needed.

2. Insert one end of Tool J-42059 into one
of the square holes inside the socket
(see Figure 2).

3. Lift up the tool's handle until the other
end inside the socket slides in and
“snaps” into the other square hole
(see Figure 3).

e The second hole is on the opposite
side of the first hole.

4. Pull the socket straight out with the tool
(see Figure 4).
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5. To install the socket, push in until it “snaps” into place.

e Make sure to align the tab with the notched area during installation as shown in
Figure 5 and 6.
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
